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There are five items from Pitcairn. Although this collection is small, there are very few
artefacts from Pitcairn in Scotland.

This collection includes an early example of barkcloth collected by Christopher Nockells who
travelled in the Pacific 1816-23. The barkcloth is in the form of a poncho (tiputa) with a hole
in the centre, decorated with short red lines and attached strips of barkcloth. The tiputa was
made by a daughter of one of the Tahitian women who accompanied the HMS Bounty
mutineers to Pitcairn Island in 1791 (ABDUA: 4007). Another tiputa with scalloped pieces
collected by Nockells is recorded in the Reid 1912 catalogue (full reference below).

There is another piece of 19" century barkcloth of natural colour with visible beater marks.
The donor of this piece is unknown.

Also in the collection are a European-style boat model of HMS Bounty and two carved
wooden goblets, all made for tourists in the 20™ century by Pitcairn Islanders.
