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There are five items from New Ireland. 
 
Four artefacts are associated with the malangan funerary rituals. There is a painted mask 
which was acquired in 1894. Also acquired at this time is a carved and painted piece which 
looks as though it is part of a larger malangan figure. There is also a piece of carved wood 
with a blue coloured face in the centre with winged shapes coming from either side which is 
described as a temple ornament. This was purchased from the dealer William Oldman in 
1906 along with an upright figurative carving depicting an anthropomorphic figure and 
several animals.  
 
A club with stone head mounted on a wooden shaft is attributed to New Ireland but 
stylistically appears to be from New Britain. 
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
