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There are four items from the Marshall Islands. Although this collection is small in number, 
there are very few artefacts from the Marshall Islands in Scotland. 
 
There are three strings of shell money. Two of these are cut white shell and coconut shell 
and the third is composed solely of cut seashell. The collection also includes a skirt of woven 
grass worn by girls. All four items were acquired in 1904 from William Turner of Helensburgh 
who is known to have been connected to the Helensburgh Antiquarian Society.
